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Introduction 
 
Thank you for purchasing the QTX FH-650 fog/haze machine. This product has been designed 
to provide variable atmospheric effects from thick fog and smoke to light haze. Please read 
and keep this manual in order to achieve the best results from this equipment and avoid 
damage through misuse.  

 
Unpacking 
 
The product should arrive with you in good condition with the following components. 

 FH-650 fog/haze machine 
 Wired timer remote control 
 Mains lead(s) 

If you find any accessory is missing or the machine has arrived with any problems, 
please contact your local dealer at once. Please keep the original package and 

invoice for any possible replacement or returned demand. 
 
Warning 
 

To prevent risk of fire or electric shock, do not expose electrical parts to rain or moisture. 
If liquids are spilled on areas other than inside the fluid tank, disconnect the mains, allow the 
FH-650 to dry out and have it checked by qualified personnel before further use.  
Avoid any impact, dropping or extreme pressure to the housing. 
No user serviceable parts inside - do not open the case. 
Allow the FH-650 to acclimatize to room temperature before operating. 

Refer all servicing to qualified service personnel. 
 
Placement 
 
The FH-650 has a built-in fluid container and should be operated in an upright position. 
Ensure that the FH-650 is positioned on a stable, non-slip surface. 
 
Safety 
 
 Check for correct mains voltage and condition of IEC lead before connecting to mains 
 Check the condition of the remote lead and ensure that it is not trapped 
 This unit must be earthed 

 This unit uses a heating element – be aware that parts of the housing may be hot in use! 
 
Cleaning 
 
 Use a soft dry or slightly damp to clean the casing 
 Do not use strong solvents for cleaning the unit 
 Clean the haze mechanism periodically by operating with distilled water instead of haze 
 It is also recommended to use fog machine cleaning fluid (160.670UK) periodically

For the FH-650 haze machine, we strongly recommend the following fluid which has 
been specifically formulated to perform best with any heater based haze machines.

Use power supply with Earth connection and adequate current capacity for the unit 

Use the plug to connect to the main power supply as follows: 

 

Wire Connection International signal 

Brown Live L 

Blue Neutral N 

Yellow /Cyan Earth  
 

Setup and operation 
1. Unpack the FH-650 unit. 

2. Unscrew the top cap of the tank and remove to fill with haze fluid. 
3. Replace the bottle and screw the cap securely, making sure that the pipe is fed 

down to the bottom of the bottle to ensure a consistent flow of fluid. 

4. Set the output aperture to the angle required for ideal dispersion. 
5. Connect the remote control via the 5-pin DIN socket on the rear panel (for first 

time use only, press  on the continuous button to draw fluid past the sensor)  
6. Connect the IEC mains plug and switch the power on. The red LED on the 

remote control will light. 
7. Heat up time is usually between 5-8 minutes. Please ensure that no button is 

pressed during the heat up time. (see above for first time operation) When the 

machine is ready the green light on the remote control will illuminate. 
8. Turn the output to max and press the Manual button on the remote control for 

5 seconds so that the fluid has can flow through to the heater block. 
9. Adjust the fan speed and output on the remote control to the required output 

consistency. It is recommended to produce haze/fog with small pauses in 

between so that the temperature is maintained and the thermostat doesn’t 
switch off. 

10. Use the remote timer control to change output settings as required. 
11. When not in use, disconnect from the mains and allow the unit to cool before 

moving or storing. 
12. If not used for long periods, empty the fluid and store in a dry place.

Remote Timer Control 

1. Duration control: adjusts the timing of haze output and 

intervals in between (between 0 – 15 seconds) 

2. Fan Speed control: adjusts the rotation of the built-in 

fan to vary the dispersion amount of haze output. 

3. Output control: adjusts the amount of haze fluid 

delivered to the heater, varying the amount of haze. 

4. Haze indicator: lights when haze effect is active. 

5. Ready indicator: lights when heater is ready to haze 

6. Power indicator: lights when main power is on 

7. Continuous button: overrides the timer function when 

pressed to produce continuous haze output. 

8. Manual button: overrides the timer function to produce 

haze on demand when pressed (non-latching) 

9. Timer button: engages the timer function based on the 

Duration control setting.

Troubleshooting 
 
Warning: Hot components! ... Switch off and allow to cool before touching the unit. 

 

No light on mains 

switch or remote 

Check mains voltage is correct and socket is switched on 

Check IEC lead is OK and connected properly 

Check mains fuse in IEC connector and fuse in plug top 

If fuse blowing repeatedly, refer to qualified service personnel 

Ready light stays off 
Check remote is connected properly 

If light is permanently off, refer to qualified service personnel 

Ready light is on but 

no haze output on 

manual or 

continuous mode 

Check fog fluid level 

If fluid is OK and pump working, the lines may be blocked 

Check that nozzle is not blocked or obstructed 

If blocked, clean with fog machine cleaner & distilled water 

No haze output on 

timer function 

Ensure timer button is pressed in and timer LED is lit 

Check duration and output settings – test manually if necessary
