Ensure adequate access to controls and connections

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Rack mounting

The UM series amplifiers can be mounted into a 19” rack cabinet using the supplied rack accessories.
As shown below, the 2 joining brackets link a pair of UM series amplifiers together to form a full-width 1U
rack-mount pair. One rack ear can be mounted at each end for fixing to the rack strip.

The rack mounting accessories can also be attached so that
the amplifier can be mounted against a wall or under a - -

counter or work surface. To do this, mount the rack ears
with the tabs aligned with the top of the housing to provide
mounting holes to screw the amplifier to the underside of a

work surface or against a wall with the controls visible

vertically.

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Connection and setup

Connect the rear IEC inlet (12) to the mains using the supplied mains lead (or an equivalent approved type).
Alternatively, the UM series amplifiers can be powered by a 24Vdc power supply, such as a truck or boat
battery, by connecting the “+” and “-" of the battery to the 24Vdc INPUT (15) on the rear panel. Ensure that
DC cables are capable of handling the current (4A or higher recommended)

(Note: For UM90 operating from 24Vdc power, the output is reduced to 80Wrms)

Connect a microphone (if required) to the front panel jack input (9).

Connect any line level audio inputs to the LINE IN connectors (17) on the rear panel using good quality RCA
leads. An additional 3.5mm AUX line input (1) is provided on the front panel for connecting a playback device
such as a smart phone or MP3 player.

Further amplifiers can be connected from the rear LINE OUT sockets (16)

For stable FM radio reception, connect the Antenna 'F’ type socket (18) to a suitable FM antenna.

For buildings with a fire or security panel with 24Vdc trigger output, this trigger output can be connected to
the 24V MUTE terminals (19), which will mute all except the mic input when 24V is present on the terminals.
(The 24V contacts can be connected with either polarity +/- or -/+ to operate)

The UM series amplifiers can be used either as 100V line amplifiers or standard low impedance power
amplifiers. These 2 configurations cannot be used together, so it is important to decide which method will be
used at the start.

100V line systems

For 100V line systems, connect the amplifier to the first speaker in the system using double-insulated speaker
wire which has adequate current rating to handle the total output of the amplifier.

Connect the “100V” output terminal to the positive (+) connection of the speaker and “"COM” output to the
negative (-) connection of the speaker (14). Connect further speakers in parallel to the first speaker with all
positive terminals connected together and all negative terminals connected together as shown below.

Amplifier

A 100V line speaker system can comprise of many speakers connected together. The determining factor for
how many speakers can be used on a single amplifier is the power rating. For most purposes, it is advised to
connect as many speakers as needed with a combined wattage of no more than 90% of the amplifier's output
power rating.

The terminals of a 100V speaker are connected to a transformer and in some cases, this transformer may be
“tapped” for different power ratings. These tappings can be used to adjust the wattage (and output volume)
of each speaker in the system to help achieve the ideal total power of the system for the amplifier.

Low impedance systems

The UM30/60/90 amplifiers can alternatively provide an output for a single 8Q2 speaker by connecting the “8Q"
output to the positive (+) speaker connection and "COM” output to the negative (-) speaker connection.

It is important to ensure that the speaker load is no lower than 8Q and that the power handling of the speaker
is equal to or greater than the output power of the amplifier.

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Operation

When all connections to the amplifier are made, turn all rotary controls down and switch on the power (13)
and a power LED will illuminate. Ensure a signal is being fed to the LINE IN connection and gradually increase
the MASTER rotary control (6) part way for testing. Increase the LINE IN rotary (4) until the output is heard
through the speakers. Turn up the MASTER to the maximum required volume level and reduce the LINE IN
control if necessary.

Note: If a line input is not connected to a UM series mixer-amplifier, the initial test can be made
using the built-in Media audio player. See section below for instructions.

If @ microphone is connected, make sure it is switched on and gradually increase the MIC control (3) whilst
speaking into the microphone until the required volume level is reached. The microphone should not be able
to “hear” the speakers, which can cause feedback (squealing or howling noise).

Media player

Each UM mixer-amp is fitted with a media player (2) with onboard controls (8)

The media player has a Bluetooth receiver, USB/SD audio player and a DAB+ or FM
radio tuner. Pressing the SOURCE select button will step through Bluetooth, SD,
USB, DAB and FM tuner modes. Pressing the MUTE button for any source will mute  |swe w w w o
the output. Holding the MUTE button powers down the media player and pressing O O O OO
it again powers it up again. cT ol

Settings menu

The media player has a menu for global settings, which can be accessed by holding down the SOURCE button.
Press i« and » to step through menu pages and » 1I to select an option. Press ... to go back.

Bluetooth

Search available Bluetooth devices on your smart phone or other sending device for a device with Bluetooth
ID “adastra-****" (where **** js a unique ID number for each unit). Select to pair and connect with this ID.

When paired and connected, set the volume low on the smart phone or other sending device and play a track
to check the sound through the speakers, increasing the volume on the smart phone to the required level.

Playback controls on the media player can remotely operate the smart phone from the amplifier front panel.
Pressing » Il pauses or plays the current track, whilst holding » 1 will disconnect the current paired device.
Pressing i« or m selects the previous or next track. Holding i« or »m will decrease or increase the volume.
Pressing the i /... button will switch the display to show the current time or date on the lower text line.

If there is no Bluetooth playback for 15 minutes, the display will revert to show the current time and date.

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SD and USB audio player

The media player can play mp3 or wma files stored on a USB stick or SD card (formatted FAT32 or exFAT)
Select SD or USB using the SOURCE button and insert the SD or USB storage device containing the tracks.
The display will show the play status, USB or SD and repeat status on the upper test line.

Pressing » 1l will pause or play the current track, whilst .« or » will select the previous or next track.
Holding the 1« or »i button will decrease or increase the output volume of the media player.
The repeat mode can be set by holding the [lll / ... button, pressing » 11, and selecting using i« or M.
NR = Normal (no repeat), RA = Repeat All, R1 = Repeat One (current track), Rd = Random.

Pressing the |l / ... button selects the lower text line information, cycling through ID3 info, time & date.
If there is no SD or USB playback for 15 minutes, the display will revert to show the current time and date.

DAB tuner

The media player has a digital radio receiver which can decode the DAB/DAB+ signal for high quality radio
reception. To receive this signal, connect the DAB/FM Aerial ‘F’ connector on the rear panel (18) to an external
or indoor active aerial that can receive the DAB/DAB+ frequency band (174-240MHz).

Press and hold the » II button to initiate auto-tuning for the DAB radio tuner. The display will show
“Scanning...” with a progress bar and the number of stations detected and stored.

The display will show the current station in the upper row of text and additional information on the lower row.
Select the station to be played using the ¢ and »l buttons.

Pressing the ] /... button cycles the display to show additional tuning, audio information, current time or date.
Holding this button opens a sub-menu for the FM tuner.

Setting Press » 1l then use i« and » to step through settings and » 11 again to select.

FM Tuner

The FM tuner function operates in the same way as a standard FM radio and benefits from the connection of
an FM antenna to the rear panel 'F’ type connector.

If no channels are tuned in, press the Play/Pause » Il button to begin auto tuning, which scans available
stations and stores them as channels within the FM tuner. Pressing Play/Pause again will abort auto-tuning.

To delete any selected station, press and hold the g /... button. Repeat the auto tuning process to re-populate
any missing presets. To step through pre-set stations, press the Previous i« or Next mi buttons.

Turn up the MEDIA volume control to hear the output from the speakers and increase to the required level.
Holding the Previous «« or Next » buttons will adjust the output volume of the player.

Pressing the ] /... button cycles the display to show additional tuning, audio information, current time or date.
Holding this button opens a sub-menu for the FM tuner.
